Eligibility for the INTERNATIONAL INVITATIONAL 
Any hound that has earned at least 20 ASFA points, or equivalent points in the country of 

residence, or is a an AKC or equivalent foreign Field Champion of record in another lure 
coursing field trial-sanctioned organization or has placed in a Regional Invitational (with 
competition) is eligible to enter.  Proof of non-ASFA title and non-ASFA points for hounds should 
be in the form of a photocopy of the certificate, or page of formal printing and included with the 
entry.  For a Limited breed to be eligible, the entry must have one first placement, or two second 
placements, with competition in the Limited Stake.  For a Provisional breed to be eligible, the 
entry must have one first placement, or two second placements, with competition within its 
breed.  All points or placements must be earned by the closing date of the event. 
Only purebred Afghan Hounds, Azawakhs, Basenjis, Borzoi, Cirnecco dell óetna, 

Greyhounds, Ibizan Hounds, Irish Wolfhounds, Italian Greyhounds, Pharaoh Hounds, 
Rhodesian Ridgebacks, Salukis, Scottish Deerhounds, Sloughis, and Whippets may be entered 
in the regular stakes.  Limited  breeds currently include purebred Chart Polskis, Galgo Espanols, 
Magyar Agars, Peruvian Inca Orchids, Portuguese Podengos, and Silken Windhounds.  All 
entries in the regular stakes shall be individually registered with the AKC, NGA, the Federation 
Cynologique Internationale, an ASFA-recognized foreign registry or ASFA Board approved 
registry, or possess a CRN from the Society for the Perpetuation of Desert Bred Salukis 
(SPDBS). Limited and/or Provisional Stake entries shall be individually registered with the 
appropriate registry. 

 
Eligibility for the GILLETTE STAKE 

 Eligible hounds must have ALL of the following: 1) an AKC or foreign bench championship, 
2) be an ASFA Field Champion, 3) have earned 20 ASFA points in the 12-month period 
preceding close of entries, and 4) be entered in the Field Champion or Veteran Stake on 
Saturday. Requirements must be met prior to close of entries. Proof of non-ASFA title and non-

Running Procedure 
Stakes will be split into flights, in public view, at 5:00 p.m. on Friday, May 28, if the entry in 

any one stake is 20 or more hounds. All hounds will run in trios if possible, or braces unless 
excused, dismissed, or disqualified. Hounds not present at roll call will be scratched and no 
refund will be made. Bitches in season, hounds with breed disqualifications, and hounds lame 
at roll call/inspection will be excused and entry fees refunded. Each entry will be examined at 
roll call/inspection for breed disqualifications. Monorchid, cryptorchid, spayed, or neutered 
hounds may be entered. Muzzles are not required. It is the responsibility of the owner(s) to 
determine if the hound needs to be muzzled. There is some shade available, but be prepared 
to provide your own. Water is also available at the site in the restrooms (running water), but 
may want to also bring your own. Cool down stations will be provided. There will be a $5.00 
fine for any hound loose on the field, other than those running the course in progress. There 
will be a $50.00 fee for each returned check. Everyone must clean up after his or her dogs. 

A battery-powered continuous loop lure machine will be used on each field. Backup 
equipment will be available. The lure will consist of highly visible plastic strips.
